it’s just the groom and the guys.”
Hold on just one minute! The
wedding involves at least two
people, and one of them is the
groom.

Itis highly suggested
that the men allow themselves
the time to try on the entire en-
semble so that adjustments or
alterations can be made if re-
quired. Payment (in whole or bal-
ance) will be due at that time.

The first business day following
the weddingis when all tuxedos
are due back to the rental house.
Often times, the groom isn’t able
to return his or out-of-town atten-
dants can’t fit it into their sched-
ules. Consider having the best
man be in charge of all returns.
Late returns are subject to an
additional fee! Remember,
there’s always another wedding
the following weekend for your
tuxedo! Cleaning and reinventory
are a part of the tuxedo house’s
busy week.
